WIXOM, Mich. – In support of the Michigan Cultural Data Project (Michigan CDP), an online tool designed to help arts and cultural organizations make their voices heard about the value they bring to Michigan communities, an Associate from the Cultural Data Project at the Pew Charitable Trusts and ArtServe Michigan staff will lead a training session at LOCATION, DATE at TIME.  
The free, 90 minute training session provides all the necessary information for arts and cultural organizations to participate in the program.  The New User Training covers the goals and a brief history of the Michigan CDP, with the majority of the time spent introducing the types of data collected.  
[IN ROYAL OAK & JACKSON ONLY:  A second session, Reports Orientation, will be offered in the afternoon to learn more about the 77 trend and comparison reports that are available to your organization once you submit a Data Profile. This training offers tips for integrating use of these reports into your financial management, planning, and evaluation.]

Organizations are encouraged to attend with more than one representative, including the executive director, finance manager/bookkeeper and/or development director. 

The Michigan Cultural Data Project – Building Strength Through Information

The Michigan Cultural Data Project helps arts and cultural organizations – whether small or large, historical society, theatre, nature center, museum, library, artists’ collective, orchestra or zoo – improve their financial management and services.  Further, it helps arts advocates better understand and describe the sector’s impact to promote the importance of arts and culture in our communities. 

The Michigan Cultural Date Project’s national, secure, online database generates instant annual reports and trend analysis, benchmarks performance against other organizations and organizes data to be used as part of grant applications to participating foundations. In fact, some major funders will require CDP participation for grant decisions. The Michigan Council for Arts and Cultural Affairs, the state arts agency, is requiring use of the CDP for its next grant application, due October 3, 2011.  More than 400 organizations have already joined the Michigan Cultural Data Project since it launched in May 2010, joining the more than 11,000 organization that use the system in nine other states.
